[4] Professional YouTubers advise beginners who want to start a YouTube channel to turn off the
comments so as not to get any negative ones that might discourage them. Being safe is also very important;
so they had better hide their faces, real names and the places where they live. Another tip is that beginner
YouTubers need to be themselves and make videos about things they really like and which are inspiring to
other people.
